This is the first west coast edition
of the very successful DC Shootoffs held the last few years on the east coast.

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Here is an update on the aerial photography exhibit in Pensacola. The five handheld ae-
rial cameras that are the beginning core of the display, the K-20, F-8 and Agiflite (from
me), the F-56 from MCCM Kevin Farmer, and the KE-28B from MCCS Doug Waite, will be
shipped to Pensacola within the next couple of weeks.

One of the problems that [ have had was finding any Navy pre-WWII Navy cameras. I con-
tacted the Smithsonian in Washington, D.C. because they have an extensive aerial camera
collection and I knew that the Navy had given them a substantial number of cameras. At
first, they seemed to be confident that they had something that they could send to us. Af-
ter searching for a couple of weeks, they realized that all of the cameras that would work
in our display were already obligated in their exhibits.

Next, I called the George Eastman House in Rochester, NY. They are pretty sure that they
have two cameras for us, a Kodak Aero Camera Model A and a Model A1. The Model A was
the first aerial camera built by the Folmer & Schwing Division, Eastman Kodak Co. It was
designed from specifications supplied by the Navy via the Naval Observatory from a re-
quest made by the naval aviation folks in Pensacola in 1915. This of course means Walter
Richardson, Aviation Machinist Mate Second Class (at the time). The Model A was built
with a leather skin over a wooden frame. The Model A1l has improved features including a
metal skin. The Naval Aviation Museum is working out the details with the George East-
man house. The director of the museum, Bob Rasmussen, CAPT, USN (Ret.) and his staff
are getting very excited about the aerial photography exhibit and are moving quickly.

For this exhibit, I want to show the relationship of Naval Aviation and Naval Photography

right from the very beginning of the Navy’'s v
tant elements to this is representing Walter Richardson and his contributions. I really

wanted to know if the Richardson family had anything that they could bring to the table.

The problem was that no one that I talked to, had any contact information.

After searching the internet, | found an obit
Richardson, Jr. Luckily, it listed the next of kin and the cities that they lived in. I eventu-

ally found his grand-daughter, Kym and through her, I met the rest of the family. They are

al | spread out from New York to Florida.

gomery believes that she has the first camera that he used in the Navy. She is looking

along with the rest of the family for anything, uniform items, photos, etc. to donate. Ire-

cently sent them a series of Walter Richardson photos that they had never seen and they

were very appreciative. They are very honored and excited knowing that their father/

grandfather/ great-grandfather is being remembered.
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[ am still actively searching for grants and other means to finance these displays, espe-
cially, since there seems to be no other financial help. If everyone sent in five dollars to
our treasurer, John Lewin, it would go a long way in remembering and honoring our past.

Secondly, a note concerning the Navy/ Marine Corps Cinema/TV program at the Univer-

sity of Southern California. Even though Dr. Herb Farmer passed away last November,

there are many who probably don’t know about
officer during WWII and served in a VD photo recon squadron. He was also the originator,
administrator and teacher for the Navy & Marine Corps motion picture program at the

University of Southern California throughout its run from 1961-1988. Herb was a great

man and good friend. He will always be one of us. Herb Farmer created an extra copy of

the graduation certificate for every Navy/ Marine student and they are available from

USC.
